Marion Dane Bauer Faculty Scholarship
The full amount of the scholarship will vary, but will be a minimum of $1000, which is applied toward the recipient’s tuition for the semester following the announcement of the award.  Scholarships will be announced at the winter residency.  

Who is Eligible?

Students currently enrolled in the first and second semesters of the MFA in Writing for Children program may apply for consideration for the Marion Dane Bauer Faculty Scholarship. 

To apply:  

-Submit four copies of up to 20 pages of a manuscript, plus a synopsis, if appropriate.  Material should be targeted toward middle-grade readers, 8–12 years old.  Any genre (poetry, nonfiction, novel, or picture book).  

-Double-spaced, clean, one-inch margins.  Unbound.   Note:  Manuscripts should comply with industry standards for submission.  Inappropriate type size, margins or spacing can lead to disqualification.  

-Title of the manuscript across the top of each page, and number pages.  Do NOT put your name on the manuscript.  

-Submit one cover page with your name and the title of the manuscript you are submitting. 

-On the cover page, list all MFA in Writing for Children faculty members who have critiqued the manuscript you are submitting, including workshop leaders of previous residencies.  

You may include material that you plan to submit for the upcoming residency’s workshop.
